PENAL CODE §832.5 CITIZEN'S COMPLAINT

THIS CITIZEN’S COMPLAINT IS DIRECTED SPECIFICALLY AT JAMES TILTON
(SECRETARY OF CDCR), J. WALKER (ACTING WARDEN OF CSP-SAC), CAPTAIN
SCHROEDER (CENTRAL SERVICES CAPTAIN OF CSP-SAC), LIEUTENANT
BANKS (CSP-SAC VISITING LIEUTENANT), OFFICER LEWIS (CSP-SAC VISITING
ROOM CORR. OFFICER), OFFICER SIVYER (CSP-SAC VISITING ROOM CORR.
OFFICER), SERGEANT M. MEDINA (3/W PROGRAM SGT. AT CSP-SAC/C-FAC.),
SERGEANT A. RALLS (3/W SGT. AT CSP-SAC/C-FAC.)

The general population prisoners of C-Facility (CSP-SAC), by and through
their concerned family members and friends, respectfully submit this Penal Code
§832.5 Citizen’s Complaint against the abovementioned staff members, and are
asking that the allegations raised herein be investigated in accordance with
§832.5(a)(1), and that copies of this complaint and any reports or findings relating
to these complaints be retained in their respective general personnel files for a
period of at least five years in accordance with §832.5(b).

Several months ago our family members/friends who are currently
incarcerated in C-Facility (at CSP-SAC), filed several different group appeals -
and/or §832.5 Citizen’s Complaints which alleged, among other things, that: (1)
There is a “retaliation network” at CSP-SAC which is being allowed to function
out in the open; it was alleged that officers were deliberately knocking the cable
system off line, that prisoners were being denied access to the prison canteen, to
the law library, to medical treatment, to the exercise yard, etc., and that prisoners
who were litigious were being taken before a “special” committee and transferred
from this institution; (2) There is believed to be extensive Executive and
Administrative staff complicity with respect to ordering “lockdowns” for
everything from false claims of “missing metal” to fabricated claims of having
received confidential information about conspiracies afoot to do harm to staff
from a snitch network made up of junkies (who often give false information when
they have outstanding debts that they are unable to pay); (3) Those same staff
members appear to be using the same junkie/snitch network to provide false
information in order to have certain litigious prisoners “validated” as prison gang
members and, consequently, to have those prisoners placed in the Security
Housing Unit; (4) Prisoners are -being “set up” by having drugs, knives, or
confraband planted in their cells or work areas; (5) This institution’s
administration continues to “lockdown” whole “races” of prisoners (especially
southern Hispanics), despite the fact that race-based lockdowns have been found
to be illegal and/or unconstitutional and in spite of the fact that “they”
continuously place Hispanic prisoners on this mainline that they know will be
assaulted; (6) The “hiring authority” (Warden) consistently refuses, in about 99%
of all cases, to order investigations on staff members for staff misconduct
pursuant to §3391 of the CCR, Title 15; (7) The Appeals Coordinators have been
