PENAL CODE SECTION 832.5 CITIZEN'S COMPLAINT

THIS PENAL CODE SECTION 832.5 CITIZEN'S COMPLAINT IS DIRECTED SPECIFICALLY AT
THE FOLLOWING INDIVIDUALS: LIEUTENANT C.L. CANNEDY, LIEUTENANT J. MAYHEW,
SERGEANT M. MEDINA, SGT. A. RALLS, SGT. ALAMEIDA;, SGT. D. LYTLE, SGT.
ENGELENNER, C/0O C. ZAMUDIO AND WARDEN J. WALKER

I respectfully submit this Penal Code Section 832.5 Citizen's Complaint
against the above mentioned staff members, and ask that the allegations raised
herein be investigated in accordance with §832.5(a)(1), and that copies of
this complaint and any reports or findings relating to these complaints be
retained in their respective general personnel files for a period of at least
five years in accordance with §832.5(b).

On July 20th, 2007, an incident occurred in front of Bldg. #6 at CSP-SAC
(C-Fac./New Folsom) which apparently resulted in three staff members suffering
minor injuries; it must be noted at the outset that the incident in question
came about as a result of Sergeant M. Medina using excessive force in
attempting to handcuff a prisoner because that prisoner said something that
Sgt. Medina didn't like. We do not deign to suggest that the prisoner was
Jjustified in reacting the way that he did, but the point needs to be made that
the incident was spontaneous and unplanned. There was/is no "conspiracy"
afoot to do harm to staff (as it appears "they" are trying to suggest).
However, administrative staff have placed all of the African American
prisoners on "handcuff" status while allowing all of the other ethnicities to
walk around unescorted and without handcuffs. All of the prisoners in blocks
5 through 7 previously filed a group appeal alleging that Sergeants M. Medina
and A. Ralls and their confederates were out of control with respect to their
subhuman treatment of prisoners (Log No. SAC-C-07-00248). Again and again
those prisoners have attempted to bring these staff members behavior to the
attention of their superiors but to no avail. For some reason; their
superiors failed/refused to take appropriate action. They continued to harass
them and retaliate against them at every turn. Just recently, an officer
named Scruggs conducted an unclothed body search on all Third Watch dining
hall workers in #2 dining hall: that search was conducted in full view of a
female staff member named Hazewood while she and all of the other officers
made demeaning and sexually suggestive comments. When a prisoner named Dean
filed a grievance against those officers, they came to his cell and ransacked
it. And when he filed an appeal on the retaliatory cell search,; Sergeants
Medina and Ralls again encouraged retaliation by conducting another cell
search themselves and destroying/confiscating much of Mr. Dean's property.
And in retaliation for the prisoners of C-Fac. filing group appeals and
832.5's against them, they began to delay and/or cancel the evening religious
and self-help programs, they had the ventilation systems in their cells turned
off, they destroyed the facility television reception; they forced prisoners
to "cell" with prisoners with whom they knew they were incompatible, they
encouraged one of their confederates in #6 Bldg. (C/0 Hampton) to write
disciplinary reports on nearly 100 prisoners for little or no reason,; they
provided false "confidential" information to have certain litigious prisoners
validated as prison gang members in order to have them placed in the Security
Housing Unit, they assembled a team of officers who roamed from block to block
on third watch ransacking cells of prisoners who filed appeals; they
continuously harassed and "manhandled" prisoners in a veiled attempt to
